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	The session highlighted the decision making process that occurs in many subject areas.
	A sample of these are reproduced here, some of the data sets produced in the session are not useful without considerable discussion about how the data was collected.
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	The data shows the percentage covers of moss Pleurozium screberi on ten anthills and ten randomly surrounding vegetation quadrats.
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
